Who needs sunscreen? EVERYONE. Snow, sand and
water increase the need for sunscreen because they reflect
the sun’s rays. A sunscreen offers help to protect your skin
from sunburn, early skin aging and skin cancer. Use a
sunscreen that has an SPF of 30 or higher, is water
resistant and has broad-spectrum protection (protects
against UVA and UVB rays).
